Top Tourist Attractions

 

Victoria Peak (The Peak)

Ngong Ping & Big Buddha (Tian Tan Buddha)

 

Take the Ngong Ping 360 cable car to Lantau Island.

 

Visit the Big Buddha, Po Lin Monastery, and the spiritual Wisdom Path.

 

Victoria Harbour & Symphony of Lights

 

A stunning skyline, especially at night.

 

Watch the Symphony of Lights — the world’s largest permanent light and sound show.

 

Tsim Sha Tsui & Avenue of Stars

 

Promenade along the harbor and see handprints of famous Hong Kong film stars.

 

Great shopping, museums (like the Space Museum and Art Museum), and harbor cruises.

One of Hong Kong’s best urban hikes — stunning views of beaches, forests, and sea.

 

Hong Kong Disneyland

Ocean Park

 

A marine-themed amusement park with rides, aquariums, and panda enclosures.

Man Mo Temple: A Taoist temple with atmospheric coils of incense.

Chi Lin Nunnery & Nan Lian Garden: Serene traditional Chinese garden and architecture.

Visa: Visa-free access for many countries (check your nationality).

 

Currency: Hong Kong Dollar (HKD)

 

Language: Cantonese (official), English is widely spoken.

 

Best Time to Visit:

 

October to March: Cool and dry (best season)

 

Avoid June–August for typhoons and humidity

MTR (subway): Fast, clean, and efficient.

 

Octopus Card: Prepaid card for MTR, buses, ferries, and convenience stores.

 

Trams (Ding Ding): Classic double-decker trams in Hong Kong Island.

 

Ferries: Star Ferry offers scenic, affordable harbor crossings.

 

Travel Tips

 

Always carry cash — not all small shops accept cards.

 

Tipping is not mandatory but appreciated (10% in restaurants).

 

Respect local customs — temples require modest dress.

 

Escalators have etiquette: stand on the right, walk on the left.

 

Be prepared for crowds — it’s a dense and busy city.

Sunset from Sky100 Observation Deck.

 

Night market shopping at Temple Street Night Market.

 

Catch a show at the Xiqu Centre (Cantonese opera).

 

Day trips to Macau, Cheung Chau, or Tai O fishing village.

 

Explore trendy neighborhoods like SoHo and Sheung Wan for coffee, galleries, and boutique shopping.
